Donating Artists Will

· Have their work displayed in the Main Gallery from October 7 to November 7, 2026.
· Receive online exposure on the Viewpoint website.
· May have their images included in marketing materials and social media postings.

Donating


· Viewpoint is asking for donated prints with an overall size of 11 x 14, including the mat.  Photographic work not requiring a mat, such as canvas prints, metal prints, and those displayed using other materials, should be ready to hang.  
· Print donations may be the photographer’s original work or from private collections.  
· All work is to be unframed.  
· Pricing is the donor’s reserve (minimum price).  Final pricing will be determined by Viewpoint and will be no less than the donor’s reserve. 
· 100% of the proceeds from the sale of each print will be retained by Viewpoint. 
· Selection of prints for the fundraiser will be made by members of the curatorial and fundraiser committees.
· Unsold prints may be returned to the donor upon request. We hope you consider allowing Viewpoint to retain unsold prints for future fundraisers.
· All accepted donated prints will be on view in the Main Gallery at Viewpoint from October 7 to November 7, 2026.
· All prints associated with the exhibit will be on Viewpoint website’s Exhibits page under the exhibit title, Collector’s Edition Art Sale Fundraiser. 

Submitting Your Images

This year, we are asking that print donations be made using EntryThingy online submissions.  The link can be found on the Viewpoint website under Exhibits/Call for Entries.  Up to 3 images may be submitted for consideration.  There is no fee to submit. 

Select and prepare the thumbnail file(s) to these specifications:
· Color space: sRGB
· Image Size: 1024 pixels on the longer side at 72 ppi
· File type: jpeg
· Image quality: High
· File name: Include your name and image title in the file name.  For example: 
RonRrodriguez_DuneShadow.jpg
· Piece description: Add location, subject matter or any other information that brings the image to life.

Upload your image(s) to EntryThingy through the Viewpoint website. Go to viewpointphotoartcenter.org, Exhibits>Call for Entries to find the call for the 2026 Collector’s Edition.  
· Sign in to EntryThingy or create an account.  
· Upload your jpeg thumbnail.  This file is used for Viewpoint’s online gallery and sales. Include information about the piece in the database fields.
a. Title: As intended to appear on the gallery label. 
b. Medium/Material: Photographic medium of the print, (e.g. Inkjet,            Cyanotype, Gelatin Silver, etc.). 
c. Price: Enter the artist’s reserve/minimum price. 
d. Piece Description: Location, process, subject matter, or other information.
e. Dimensions: The overall size (including mat) for this fundraiser is 11 x 14 inches, either horizonal or vertical orientation. Dimensions of the image listed Width by Height. 

Accepted artwork should meet professional print presentation standards using archival material and methods:
· Traditional White Gallery over-mat. Backing board should be the same material and color as the over mat.
· Alternative medium prints, such as metal or canvas are acceptable.  Float hangers are required for metal prints.
· Label the reverse side of the print (on the backing board for matted prints) with the artist’s name and print title.
· Include the completed Print Contribution Form (last page of the Prospectus) inside the protective sleeve with the print.



Important Dates

· July 6 – Call for print donations begins on EntryThingy. (Link on Viewpoint’s website under Exhibits/Call for Entries/Collector’s Edition Art Sale Fundraiser).
· August 5 – Call closes at 11:59 p.m.
· August 12 – Notifications of print selections sent to donors.
· August 12 - September 5 – Print drop-off at Viewpoint. Shipped prints must be received by September 5.
· October 7 – Fundraiser exhibit opens at Viewpoint in the Main Gallery.
· October 10 – Second Saturday reception 4:00 to 7:00 p.m. 
· October 11 – Sunday artist’s reception open to all (contributing artists are encouraged to attend).
· November 7 – Fundraiser exhibit closes.
· November 11 - Sold prints available for pickup at Viewpoint.
· By December 5 – Thank you letters and fundraiser results sent to donors.
